arrangement of seminars and consultations;

- exchange of students, masters, post-graduate
students, doctoral students and young scientists for
study, scientific training in areas of common interest;

- sharing of scientific and technical knowledge,
documentation, literature and bibliographic database;

- preparation and publication of joint scientific
and technical articles, reports and books, being a

direct result of cooperation within the frame of the
present Memorandum,

Such
agreements - and contracts  will be signed in
accordance with the laws and regulations of both
countries.

In the aid of the coordination of cooperation and
guarantee of effective realization of the present
Memorandum the Parties assign an emplovee,
responsible for control over the cooperation, and

inform each other about it in written form.
